FORMAL AND ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS 

Date of submission: All applicants where asked to submit their application forms in one e-mail copy at the latest on 4 March 2002, as well as one “original” post sent copy normal post stamped copy before the 4 March 2002.

Partnership: Projects had in line with the set eligibility criteria for the seed money facility to have at least two partners already on board when applying: the lead partner and the second obligatory partner.

Each project had by this to appoint an eligible lead partner, securing, taking part and full responsibility of the seed money project partnership and implementation. By signing the application form this obligation was proved by the lead partner. In the application form applicants were asked to distinguished related partners as “already involved” or “will be involved” (envisaged) in the seed money project. The second obligatory partner - “already involved” - was proved by attaching a letter of intent to the application form. (A standard format of this letter of intent was provided to applicants.)

Completeness: The entire application forms had to be complete; all sections had to be filled in or ticked and accord to each other and a letter of intent for the second obligatory partner had to be attached. Some applicants had missed to complete all contact data in Annex I in the excel file but none of the applications were rejected because of that reason.

Project theme: In order to accomplish sufficient information from the applicants, thereby fulfilling the first specific eligibility criteria for the seed money facility – “project ideas have to be in line with the BSR INTERREG IIIB programme objectives, priorities and measures” – all applicants were asked to describe their promising main project idea (problem to be addressed, central objectives and location of activities and expected outcome), as well as the activities facilitating a well prepared main INTERREG III B application. 

SEED MONEY PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION

The approved seed money projects should start their activities before 1 June 2002.  The duration of the approved projects will be approx. 4 months, however last date of project end is set to 1 October 2002, to merge up with next regular deadline for submitting INTERREG IIIB applications. To finalise the project an activity report and an audited financial report has to be submitted no later than 1 November 2002. Please note that projects have the right to fail - if their stated activities are undertaken in relevance with the submitted action plan - without being required for a payback. Projects will however be motivated to continue developing their projects as recommended if their seed money projects is successfully implemented and enables them to make extra efforts.

APPROVED SEED MONEY PROJECT DESCRIPTIONS 

First Application Round
On 16 April 2002 the Joint Secretariat, on behalf of the BSR INTERREG III B Steering Committee, made decisions on seed money project applications submitted for the first call. After formality check and assessment, 11 out of 18 received applications were approved. Underneath are the reason for approval and a brief description of each of the approved projects to be found:

01. BARENTS 2010 

Lead partner: Länsstyrelsen i Västerbottens, Sweden

Second obligatory partner: Laplands förbund, Finland

Envisaged partners: Nordland Fylkeskommun, Norway; Archangelsk oblast and Nenets okrug, Russia;  Finnmark Fylkeskommun, Norway; Norrbotten län, Sweden; Tromsö Fylkeskommun, Norway; Kainus förbund and Norra Österbottens förbund, Finland; Karelia republic, Komi republic, Murmansk oblast, Russia.

Measure:  1.1

Reasons for approval: The project is approved due to trying to establish a interesting and complex partnership (central, regional and local level), searching for synergy with other projects, emphasising the east/west active involvement of partners rarely involved in the BSR INTERREG III B programme so far: Russia, and the project linking to the Northern Dimension action plan.
Problem to be addressed: The Barents region consists of four nations, 13 regions and several ethnical groups. The region shows great differences in culture and economy. It has many common problems e.g. rapidly decreasing population and young generation is moving out from the rural areas to the urban areas or out from the whole region. There is a strong rationale preparing a long term transnational strategy document suitable the geographical Barents area recently being enlarged. 

Central objective: Define a strategy and proposals for actions, strengthening the Barents region for future transnational co-operation leading to prosperous sustainable development of the region. 
Expected outcome: Comprehensive base facts of the region, transnational strategy for decision makers’ for preparing local- or regional development long term action plans, transnational pilot actions such as environment, higher education and information. Recommendations of functional and practical links between central and regional level. Designing Barents and BSR relevant projects, as e.g. communication, young generation, indigenous people, IT, trade and business.

03. ANCIENTIMES 

(Integrated concepts for edutainment and sustainable tourism by using cultural heritage sites)

Lead Partner: Municipality of Kalmar, Sweden 

Second obligatory partner: Regional Development Agency Turisme region syd, Denmark.

Envisaged partners:  municipalities / regions with heritage sites, several sectors shall be integrated in NO; FI; DE; SE; EE; LT; PL; DK.

Measure:  2.3 

Reasons for approval: The project was approved due to its new and innovative approach to spatial planning and development of cultural heritage sites, aiming at connecting relevant spatial planning and development sectors with special competences, and emphasising to connect actors from the entire BSR area in a strong transnational partnership.
Problem to be addressed: The cultural heritage sites need to be preserved, but also to be made accessible and developed ecological for visitors. Cities and regions in the BSR should be more connected to its history, thus embedding the heritage sites in a holistic spatial planning concept. The problem to tackle is to further develop heritage sites with respect to preservation/conservation and integration into spatial planning as well as to develop innovative products which attract and educate visitors.
Central objective: To preserve and further develop cultural heritage sites (from ancient times) of the participating partner regions according to visitors' demands and in an ecological way, and to establish a pilot project on how to combine culture, history, education, environment + tourism in one conception, carried out at different heritage sites in the BSR.
Expected outcome: New exhibition concepts with interactive elements, moving exhibition which can be shown in other regions to market existing sites and common heritage, professionalisation in authentic and time travelling concepts for visitors management , increased name recognition of existing sites + events + improved images of cities/regions,  new scientific findings about common history, know-how-exchange on preservation of existing Baltic Sea-wide cultural heritage.
05. CONVERNET

Lead partner: State Ministry for Economic Affairs, Germany

Second obligatory partner: Kotka kaupunki (City of Kotka), Finland

Envisaged partnership: Association of Polish Cities; Polish Ministry of the Interior and Administration. 

Measure:  2.1

Reasons for approval: The project is approved due to its BSR wide and very applicable spatial and development approach for the civil re-using of former military sites. The project dealing with a complex theme emphasising the east/ west as well as the north/south cooperation and involving both private and public partners with special competencies.

Problem to be addressed: Since 1989, municipalities in the Baltic Sea Region are faced by the problem of civil re-using of formerly military used sites. A clear need for more formalised transnational working structures on this topic is expressed as a very important problem. 

Central objective: To establish a long-term thematic network for successful and sustainable conversion of formerly military used sites into civil ones. 

Expected outcome: Increase of public awareness of problems related to conversion of formerly military used sites into civil ones. Establishing co-operation of former soviet head-quarters, land-use planning guiding for the development of huge areas, setting standards and regulations in ammunition recovery. Continuation und intensification of transnational co-operation in the field of conversion of areas formerly used for military purposes into civil used ones.

06. BALTACC 
(Sustainable visiting industry - an accelerator for innovative regions round the Baltic)
Lead partner: Karlstad University, Sweden 

Second obligatory partner:  Pärnu County Government, Estonia

Envisaged partnership: Västmanland County Administration Board, Sweden; K.E.R.N Technologie, Germany; Buskerud Fylke, Norway

Measure:  2.1

Reasons for approval: The project is approved due to its innovative approach to regional development as a holistic concept for regional mobilisation, involving private and public partners, and emphasising strongly the east/west as well as north/south BSR cooperation.
Problem to be addressed: There are few regions which have clusters ready to meet the challenges of today global competition and fewer to meet the challenges of tomorrow. Professional, conscious and systematic grip of how the SME’s, R&D and Culture with the visiting industry can create sustainable innovative conditions and act as an accelerator for building clusters on regional level are lacking. 
Central objective: Create, develop and carry through a model for balanced regional urban and rural level development, based on clusters, where sustainable visiting industry together with R&D and culture serving as engines and creates conditions acting as an accelerator to make regions more innovative and to continue its development. 
Expected outcome: An evaluated and successful model - co-operation between economy, officials, R&D, education and training - for balanced regional development, based on clusters, where sustainable visiting industry creates innovative conditions and acts as an accelerator and make regions more innovative, more successful and more development minded.
07. BERAS 

(Baltic Ecological Recycling Agriculture and Society) 

Lead partner: Swedish University of Agricultural Sciences, Sweden 

Second obligatory partner:  University of Helsinki, Dep. of Economy, Finland

Envisaged partners:  Stockholm County Council; Agro Food Research Centre of Finland; University of  Tartu, Dep. of Geography and Centre for Ecological Engineering, Tartu, Finland; Miik Agricultural University of Estonia; Latvia Ministry of Agriculture; Lithuanian University of Agriculture; Polish Institute of Soil Science and Plant Cultivation; Centre for Agricultural Landscape and Land Use Research, Germany; Danish Research Centre for Organic Farming. 

Measure:  2.1

Reasons for approval: The project was approved due to its very innovative BSR overall approach and its innovative partnership involving special competencies from the agricultural sector into rural spatial planning and regional economic and ecologic development. The project is emphasising and promoting the east/west as well as the north/south cooperation.
Problem to be addressed: Agriculture bears a large share of the responsibility for leaching of nutrients (nitrogen and phosphorus) to watercourses, lakes and seas, and for groundwater contamination combined with degradation of natural resources. Local and regional specialisation of farms is one important reason for the large nutrient losses: one type of farm specializes in crop production based on artificial fertilizers, while the other specializes in animal production with high inputs of purchased fodder, resulting in a large surplus of nutrients in inefficiently used manure from farm areas with an excessively high livestock density. Increasing use of pesticides, agrochemicals, degrading of soil fertility, biological diversity and landscape, animal suffer are also negative consequences.
Central objective: To promote, through ecological agriculture, a multisectoral and balanced rural development with focus on the agricultural sector and the food chain at the local and regional levels. Economic consequences will be studied at the farm and societal levels and economic and policy instruments will be analysed.

Expected outcome: Technical and economic policy recommendations knowledge on how to reduce by more than half nutrient losses from agriculture to the Baltic Sea and on how to introduce agricultural methods promoting nature conservation, utilization of renewable resources, animal welfare and rural development, based on ecological recycling, in association with local or regional food processing industries and local consumption the drainage areas, on the basis of studied and documented practical examples. 
08. NECLA

(North East Cargo Alliance)

Lead partner: Härnösand Municipality, Sweden

Second obligatory partner: Nord och Sör Tröndelags fylke, Norway.

Envisaged partnership: Österbottens Förbund, Finland;  Leningrad Oblast and Karelian Republic, Russia; 4 regional Councils in Finland;  Newcastle, United Kingdom; Private partners (cargo holders ,transport firms, organisations from the corridor);  County of Västernorrland and Jämtland and  4-5 municipalities in County of Västernorrland and Municipality of Östersund, Sweden; 4-10 municipalities in Finland.

Measure:  2.2

Reasons for approval: The project is approved due to its complex project theme involving partners with special competencies along the transport link for improved spatial integration in the mid-Nordic area. Promoting east/west regional co-operation, and involving Russia as well as private and public partners. Identifies links to prove and evaluate problems and possibilities to work with partners from the NSR  INTERREG program.

Mid-Nordic regions are not properly linked to the TEN-network for sustainable transport systems. Traffic infarct causes high pollution and threatens economic competitiveness. Interfacing sea and rail, border-crossing of rail transports, inter-modal hubs along the corridor, ferry transport between Norway and UK are some examples.

Problem to be addressed: NECLA offer a bypass-operation and an alternative for cargo transports that today is inhibited by increasing traffic infarct at the continent and southern part of Nordic Countries. The corridor is characterised by unbalanced rail structure, lack of interoperability between national rail systems, lack of close connection between sea, rail and road. National Transport Policy often negates the need of better east -west transport links over boarders. The transport chain (Intermodal) suffers from several weak and missing links, which have to be solved

Central objective: The project aims towards an alternative transport corridor through the Mid-Nordic area and reorient the "mental" map of cargo flows from a north-south perspective to a west - east perspective, and co-ordinating and promoting effective and environmental friendly solutions for intermodal transports which can avoid the European infarct zone. 

Expected outcome: Establishment of an Alliance (NECLA),  a cluster of cargo-a non profit organisation- that support joint business and marketing strategies for alternative transport solutions which combines land and sea transport, and create processes by which the crucial missing links could be identified, analysed and solutions be suggested for a sustainable economic growth in the region
09. KR SCANDINAVIA 

Lead partner: Uusimaan Regional Council, Finland

Second obligatory partner: Regionrådet Valders, Norway

Envisaged partnership: Mälardalsrådet, Sweden, City of Cronstadt, Russia.

Measure:  2.1

Reasons for approval: The project is approved due to its complex project theme involving private as well as public partners with special competencies in spatial planning and regional development. The project also strongly is promoting the east/west regional co-operation dimension of the INTERREG III B programme with the aim of  involving Russian partners.
Problem to be addressed: The Scandinavian King´s Road co-operation started 1989, only based on joint marketing and voluntary co-operation. Currently King´s Road co-operation in southern Finland include 4 regional councils, more than 40 municipalities and 100 private companies, and Vilnius, Riga and Tallinn in a PHARE, St. Peterburg, Stockholm, Leningrad Region and Finnish tourist board. Small towns and rural areas are left undiscovered by foreign tourists because the resources are limited to develop and market tourism products overseas. Obvious needs for concrete product development, co-ordination between rural region and accurate mapping of the route. 
Central objective: To develop strong co-operation between small towns and rural areas as well as and to strengthen urban centres by developing new tourism products based on the nature & culture to the surrounding areas and provide SME´s with better access into the new markets with the help of ICT.

Expected outcome: The networking of both small and medium-sized cities, villages and SME tourism companies in rural areas will strengthen the living conditions of tourism industry. Tourism industry is employing especially young and women. The co-operation of sectors and companies are offering more resources for more profitable business operations. New IT-tools for marketing, product development and training are explored. 

10. PREBARON

(Preliminary Implementation of EU Water Framework Directive at Various River Basins in the Baltic Region)

Lead partner: Finnish Environment Institute, Finland
Second obligatory partner:  Danish Environmental Protection Agency

Envisage partnership: Norwegian Water Resources and Energy Directorate;  Swedish Environmental Protection Agency;  Water Department, Ministry of Environment, Estonia; River Basin Management Division, Environment Ministry of Lithuania;  Latvian Environment Agency.

Measure:  2.3

Reasons for approval: The project was approved due to its holistic approach regarding nature preservation, development and planning of Water Basins and in relation to test the EU guidance in regions within BSR. And for its approach involving the Water Directive in a transnational context, involving eastern and western partners from the BSR with additional partners having particular competencies in spatial and regional development. 
Problem to be addressed: The EU Water Framework Directive (WFD) will bring new challenges to water resources management at river basin scale. Lakes, rivers and coastal zones are divided to different water bodies, which are distinguished to different status classes based on their biological properties. Final goal of classification is to reach a good ecological status within forthcoming years. Implementation of WFD is a difficult and demanding task. 

In addition to national projects in EU-member states, there are also several working groups producing different guidance documents of the implementation of WFD. The general goal of WFD is simply a good ecological status, but the determination of it and especially the needed mitigation measures require similar testing procedure in different countries. 

Central objective: Testing of key elements of WFD (e.g. analysing of pressures, reference conditions and designation procedure) at specific riverbasins (River Oulujoki in Finland, River/Fjord Odense in Denmark, River Suldalsvassdraget in Norway); finding the basic properties of river basins typical for Baltic Sea Region and useful for implementation of WFD and management of river basins and starting the learning procedure to establish new Pilot River Basins in candidate states (Estonia, Lithunia, Latvia). 
Expected outcome: Dissemination of the Pilot River Basin projects experiences and lessons learned during early stage of implementation of WFD and the knowledge related to implementation of WFD, evenly throughout the whole Baltic Sea Region.The candidate countries will be taken into process of gathering central information needed for WFD and preliminary small scale testing procedure will be started.
11. BALTIC+ 

(Vision, strategies and action programme for a macro-region in the southern Baltic Sea Region)

Lead partner: Region Skåne, Sweden

Second Obligatory partner: Joint Planning Department of Berlin and Brandenburg, Germany

Envisaged partnership: Association of Local Authorities in Skåne and Region Blekinge, Sweden; Association of Local Authorities in Mecklenburg-Vorpommern and Mecklenburg-Vorpommern, Germany; Marshall's Office of Western Pomeranian Wojewodship and City of Szczecin, Poland 

Measure:  1.1

Reasons for approval: The project was approved due to its innovative transnational complex and multisectorial partnership, covering a large geographical area, supporting the setting up of joint strategies and implementation actions for the entire macro-region. It promotes the BSR north/south cooperation, aiming of deepening the political commitment as well as the creation of an administratively well prepared co-ordination in line with the main project development and application. 
Problem to be addressed: There exist different national/regional/local spatial development programmes and different plans for investments in for example infrastructure. There is no real transnational co-ordination or planning going on. The VASAB has made efforts to collect and give guidelines for transnational co-operation in the entire Baltic Sea Region, but still there is a need for a more detailed and locally and regionally anchored work on transnational spatial development issues and co-operation strategies and programmes. 

Central objective: To create a Vision, Common Strategies and a Joint Action Programme, resulting in concrete joint actions, promoting a sustainable and coherent spatial development throughout the Baltic+ area.
The objective is to develop a common view on the spatial development and to provide common tools for regional management as well as concrete strategies for action aiming at investments and other initiatives. The project will define and address common challenges related to sustainable development including urban/rural relations and co-operation between actors on regional and local levels also across borders. This area will be the focus of cross-border interregional partnerships that will support Baltic integration. 

Expected outcome: A very important output is that the vision, the strategies and the joint action programme will be politically discussed and agreed at local and regional levels in the participating regions, thereby also ensuring a better communication process in order to involve the citizens of the area. Increasing of urban networking, improved communications, better business development and development of rural areas. 

13. REGINN

(Regional innovation and development of specific areas)

Lead partner:  Buskerud County, Norway

Second Obligatory partner: Pärnu County, Estonia
Envisaged partnership: County or community from Sweden and Finland; Norwegian Work Research Institute; Nordregio, Sweden.

Measure:  1.3

Reasons for approval: The project was approved due to its innovative holistic approach and method regarding economic development and planning in relation to local ownership in specific remote regions in the BSR, and for its innovative partnership, involving eastern and western public partners from the BSR with additional partners having particular competencies in spatial and regional development. 
Problem to be addressed: Development of specific regions; coastal zones in Estonia, mountain areas/valleys in Norway and similar regions to be found in Sweden and Finland. Local ownership in a direct, participatory sense is crucial to this approach to economic development. Develop a shared vision based on cultural and environmental sustainability. Based on that vision several work groups have worked on specific issues. A holistic plan for development on the mountain area is now needed, and the collaborative relationships between private and public actors must be improved radically.

Central objective: The central objective of the project will be to improve sustainable economic development of the regions involved. Achieved through establishing close collaboration between authorities and business enterprises and know-how-transfer between partners. 

Expected outcome: To establish a common and shared vision for the development of the region/area, to establish a model for cooperation between central and/or local authorities and business enterprises, to create close and confident long term and sustainable relationship between local authorities and private enterprises.
17. BSRWT

(BSR-windturbines)

Lead partner:  City of Rostock, Germany

Second obligatory partner:  University of Gotland, Sweden
Envisaged partnership: Tallinn Technical University, Estonia; Balt Wind Service Ltd, Latvia;

Kristina Koebe Project Management Consulting, Germany;  Leontiev Centre St Petersburg;  University of Vilnius; Polski Klub Ekologiczny (Environment & Development, Project Unit); Danish Environmental Research Institute;  Ministerium für Arbeit und Bauen, Mecklenburg Vorpommern, Germany; Bałtycka Agencja Poszanowania Energii (Baltic Agency for Energy Conservation), Poland; Jakota Design Group, Germany

Measure: 1.2 

Reasons for approval: The energy project is approved due to its complex theme of developing alternative energy suppliers and how to make it profitable. The project also has an innovative envisaged partnership involving both the relevant public and private actors and promoting the BSR north/south as well as the east/west cooperation.
Problem to be addressed: The disparities of experiences and business of wind turbine economy in the BSR of unused investment potentials, huge inequalities in production and operation of wind energy and wind turbines in the BSR especially regarding planning, investment and operation are in general a hindrance for transnational energy development. BSR lacks impressive examples to go over objective and subjective barriers, which hinder investment. This branch is neither competitive in the EU than in the global marked. We discovered strong disparities in knowledge, planning experience, building and size permission policy of public and private decision makers and in the wind- turbine business in general (investment, operation). In BSR still great development potentials for sustainable energy production and higher employment rate in relation to the collapse of traditional industries are unused.

Central objective: The project aims at reduce inequalities in production and operation of wind energy converters in the BSR and by increasing the competitiveness of the BSR within the EU and the global context, improving of the local energy supply, development of innovative examples for sustainable energy production as an answer to de-industrialization and regression. 

Expected outcome: Creation of new image and brand in BSR and an association regarding wind energy production. Showing potentials for education and job training for different target groups. Giving an objective picture of the temporary situation (market analysis will discover market potentials).
