Kalix municipality is searching for partners in the Northern Periphery Region in order to create a project reducing sick-leave and ill-health among community employed staff.  Another goal is to lower the costs for sickness among employees.  In the future it is very important to have a good situation in the work so the public sector can attract jobseekers. The municipalities have to enter competition in order to recruite future employees. The working life must give more thrive to the human being.

The cost of the sickness is dramaticly increasing 25 milj a day in Sweden and the swedish governement is very anxious to solve this problem. In the north of Sweden the rates of sickness are higher that in the rest of Sweden. In Kalix the rate of is 11 % of the staff long term sickness.  

The owner of the project is Kalix Municipality with 18.000 inhabitants. Kalix is a coastal municipality with an area as large as Greater Stockholm, approx. 40X 45 km.  Kalix is situated where the National Kalix River falls into the sea. Two European highways cross the municipality, number 4 and number 10. The airport of Kallax, one hour `s way westwards from Kalix, open its gate to Europé. Kalix council has beed awarded the honour of ”Sweden´s IT council for 2001”.  The meaning of the prize is to draw attention to good initiative and results in I-democracy and I-service as well as to contribute to the spread of quality IT-innovations. We think that it is very important to develop internet and IT in many fields when you live in sparsely-populated areas and with long distances.

The project is going to last for 1-3 year.  The first year we are doing an evaluation by a validity and reliability tested instrument among 1000 of the employees. Of those

1000, the 80 that lie inside a risk group will be chosen to take part in the project and if it's necessary further examined by three physiotherapists.  Individualised health plans will then be created in order to solve the problems that the evaluation showed. These health plans will be implanted with the individuals in question.  Further on, those individuals should take part of their plans and follow them up twice a week for one hour at the time. Follow ups will be done after 3, 6, 9 and 12 months, internet support with health councilors by of the plans will be given on a daily basis.


The project will be free of charge for participating municipalities, expecting time taken by employees involved in individual health programmes.

The result expected is to have Swedens the most helthiest staff  in Sweden after ending the project.  Our sparring partner is Övertorneå municipality that has only 5 % sickness of the staff. Dyroey has the lowest rate of sickness in Norway.

We hope that we will have Dyroey and Overtorneå municipalities in the reference group so that they can give us good advice.  These municipalities are successful and we hope they can help us create the model.  We also want to participate the University in Luleå for doing research in this problem. It can also be interesting to cooperate with Ola Schenström. He is a well-known doctor in Luleå that has entered deeply into this problem.  He is interested to have education for leaders to create ”The good work.” In a long term we hope this project can spread a good result in order to create ”The substantial working life”.

In particular, because of the lack of digital signatures, business documents and other formal communication still have to be paper based.  It is commonly agreed that the use of Public Key Infrastructures (PKI) currently is the best way to secure communication on the Internet. Services include confidentiality, authentication, data integrity, access control and non repudiation. The critical point of PKI's is a proper authentication of public keys. Verification of the binding between a user and his/her public key is normally achieved by public key certificates, which are produced by some well known trusted authority known as certification authority (CA). For the purpose of issuing certificates there has to exist an established system of CA's that provide users with these certificates. These CA's have to be interoperable so that the secure electronic communication between users of different CA's can work seamlessly.

The vast North Atlantic realm with its remotely scattered settlements poses severe problems to general health care: What are relative simple tasks in other countries as for instance maintaining waiting lists, creating overview of local patients need for specialist care and/or for central hospitalizing here brings about major obstacles and extreme costs.  Common web-based administrative health care applications and systems using secure techniques for exchanging information over the Internet could bridge some of these obstacles and bring down local costs. In many places in the mountains of the Northern Periphery, new national parks and other types of protected areas are being created or expanded.  These designations of land and resources are driven by diverse interests, including not only the protection of species, ecosystems, and landscapes, but also the desire to create new opportunities for employment (especially through tourism) and, sometimes, to maintain traditional lifestyles. In the IDA project the future’s fish industry is developed with focus on profitability and competition in the North-Norwegian periphery. The barriers met by the industry today, in order to survive in a strained market, come in the shape of ever increasing demands for profitability. Peripheral conditions cause challenges as defiant communication, time, and distance to the market. Profitability is determined by the firms’ abilities to produce products at the lowest possible costs, combined with high demands for quality and logistic capabilities.  The goal is to reduce running expenses as well as optimize the use of resources in the fish industry through automatization and technology to plants for centralized service supervision (SD-plants). The intention is to concentrate technological equipment, process parameters, and measuring data in one common system, as well as ensure communication between these. At the same time the use of energy and water resources in different processes can be monitored and controlled to ensure efficient use. The project will also focus on the possibilities for more efficient employment as a consequence of better working environment (best possible heating, light, and ventilation conditions) and thus less absence due to sickness (job satisfaction, motivation). Automatization and new technology with extended monitoring possibilities opens up for better environmental conditions due to less pollution (optimal exploitation of resources, less spilling) and the use of renewable energy (use of waste heat and reuse of water).  Teledrifting is a concept for telecommunication as a competitive advantage to increase the efficiency of management.  Teledrifting develops and offers centralized service supervision, systems for independent management and maintenance of technological plants. With telecommunication the fish industry in Northern Norway will lower the barriers connected to peripheral location and make communication efficient.  Teledrifting opens up possibilities for collective purchasing systems, common systems for maintenance and technical assistance between firms. With the IDA-project as an integrated part of Teledrifting it could be adapted to local conditions and act as a bridge between the fish industries in the northern areas, even across national borders. In practice there are now limitations regionally or internationally.

Project Description:

It is becoming increasingly evident that the utilisation of by-products is of great importance to achieve a viable economy in fisheries and aquaculture. Both economical as well as political and environmental demands encourage exploitation of every part of the fish. A lot of research has been carried out to reveal technical, nutritional and biochemical aspects regarding the utilisation of such products for various purposes like food, feed, biotechnology, pharmacy or cosmetics, but so far little has been done to investigate market size and economical potentials.  Often companies have started to manufacture sophisticated products from fish waste without a sound realistic knowledge of market potential and product price. To reduce the number of economical failures within this field in the future, considerable resources should be put into market research. In many cases products of fish origin may be substitutes to already existing products of animal origin. In such situations the investigation should focus on the value of competitive advantages by changing to fish raw materials. Such evaluations demand a great insight as well in technical as economical aspects. Even more demanding are cases were unlike novel products are made from fishery by-products. A market study within this field should try to reveal the present status of the most relevant product categories and try to indicate future potentials as well as possible pitfalls. The results from such studies would be of great importance for every country where fisheries and aquaculture are significant industries.

Project Description:

      Animals in the (sub)-arctic sea-areas live at 4(C or colder even when close to the shores. These animals are adapted to the cold and their cellular machinery work at much lower temperatures than the corresponding in mesophilic organisms. Important cellular components are enzymes catalysing the biological processes, and when by nature cold-adapted the enzymes are expected to be cold-active as well as heat-labile. Often, however, we find that these enzymes rarely display both these features simultaneously in vitro. 

      We have a history of working with enzymes and their genes from cold-adapted marine invertebrates. Sold world-wide, the best known of these enzymes is the heat-labile alkaline phosphatase from the Northern shrimp Pandalus borealis. More recently we isolated from the Icelandic scallop Chlamys islandica a cold-active new lysozyme with extreme antibacterial activities. Also, we have from P. borealis isolated a heat-labile DNase with specific activity against double stranded DNA and we developed a method for using the enzyme in removal of carry-over products in PCR. These enzymes and/or their genes or the use of the enzymes are patented or patent pending.

      The two groups of enzymes performing DNA synthesis (polymerases) or DNA joining (ligases) are found in many variants, mainly due to evolution and adaptation to habitat in addition to different functions within the cell. These variations often lead to slightly different molecular actions as well as requirements for action of the respective enzymes. Eukaryotes like humans have at least 4 types of ligases and one type is so far found in bacteria. The ligases differ with respect to substrate specificity and to co-factor requirements. In contrast, all organisms seem to have multiple polymerases although their functional activities vary a lot across the evolutionary hierarchy. 

      A number of polymerases and ligases have been identified from mesophils as well as from thermophils, while only one ligase has been identified from a cold-adapted (psychrophilic) organism. Natural occuring thermophilic resources for ligases and polymerases are traditionally bacteria from deep-vents or hot springs and the psychrophilic ligase was found in a bacterial isolate from the Antarctic.

      It is frequently observed that enzymes from eukaryotes have higher specific activity (are “more efficient”) than the corresponding enzymes from prokaryotes. Thus, in many cases eukaryotic enzymes are preferred as examplified by the shrimp alkaline phosphatase. A wider reportoir of similar enzymes of slightly different nature may broaden or increase the number of applications.
Central Aim: to identify, isolate and characterise by priority i) one or several cold-active DNA ligases and ii) one or several cold-     active DNA polymerases, from (sub)-arctic marine invertebrates- to isolate the encoding gene(s) by priority i) and ii)- to express recombinant product(s) by priority i) and ii)- to explore new application(s) of recombinant cold-active enzyme(s) by priority i) and ii).

Project Description:

The aim of this project is to demonstrate and text the practical application of ICZM principles in spatial plans at local level in different national contexts.  The partners will each, in conjunction with the relevant agencies in their own countries, prepare an integrated coastal zone plan for a selected area and trial its use for a period of at least one year.  The plans will mainly focus on the use of the coast and near-inshore waters out to a maximum of 12 nautical miles in areas where there are a range of marine interests and development potential.   The approaches used, the key issues which arise, and the results of trial implementation in each area will be written up in an evaluation report which will form the basis for an international seminar.  A local seminar will also be held in each area to assess, in conjunction with the key stakeholders, the effectiveness of the exercise and the lessons learned.  There will be international exchange of experience and pooling of ideas between partners at various stages during the project.  Emphasis will be on building on the experience of previous EU coastal planning projects which focused on the general principles of ICZM for the North Sea region (e.g. NORCOAST, the ICZM Demonstration Programme, and SEAGIS), to develop, test, and evaluate practical applications of ICZM.  This will be against a background of different national administrative systems and help to identify the types of legal instruments, policy mechanisms, institutions, and cultural elements which are most conducive to ICZM.  The project will seek particularly to develop integrated planning frameworks which can successfully accommodate new and innovative uses of the inshore area (e.g. finfish farming, shellfish farming, seabed harvesting; renewable energy generation from wind, wave or tide; marine nature reserves) alongside more traditional uses (e.g. commercial fishing, marine transport, tourism/recreation) whilst safeguarding the most valuable elements of the natural cultural heritage.  In this regard a priority will be to work with existing interests and complement existing initiatives as much as possible.  The project will also seek to closely involve the local communities who have a long term stake in effective, sustainable management of the natural resources in their area.  Attention will be paid to issues of carrying capacity and productivity, conflict resolution, identification of new development opportunities, bridging regulatory gaps and building positive links between sectors.

Mathematical research and software development.

The foundation is five years of studies on energy systems onboard vessels, energy system mathematical modelling and methods of process integration and optimisation.  Emphasis was placed on using pioneering methodology in order to develop a solution that identifies the ship’s energy utilisation and potential onboard savings.  An alpha-version of a software and a solver has been created and will be tested in September 2002 through January 2003.  A beta-version will be released in February 2003.  The software enables ship-designers to increase energy efficiency up to 10%.

Project Description

In this project scientists and technologists gather to develop a new design-type of small fish separator, which combines flexibility on board the vessel and good effectiveness in terms of sorting immature small fish and by catch from main catch. A scaled down 10% model separator is to be constructed and tested in flume tanks where it is researched to find optimal shape. Then the model is scaled up to a full size prototype, which will be tested on board research vessels as well as commercial vessels. The next step is to adopt the model into a full-scale prototype to be tested in nature environment. Two full-scale versions of the separator (small & big) will be constructed and tested on board a researching ship. There their design and shape will by viewed in an underwater camera and the unit measured for coming design. By the end of the research sea-trials we will have a workable separator, which will be installed in a commercial fishing gear, to be tested in a fishing ground. In one hand, in a small vessel shooting for Haddock for example and in other hand in a big vessel shooting for Cod. The plan is to research in a scientific way the separators effective in real condition. Well-developed scientific methods are to be used to proof conclusively how effective the separator is. At the same time during the commercial sea trial an underwater video camera will be used to examine the fish behaviour in the unit and while escaping. 

A strong emphasis will be placed on dissemination activities in the project.  A Technology Implimentaion Plan will be put together followed by a preliminary business plan for the concept. 

Central Aim: The main objective of the project is to develop new separator technology for improving the selectivity of trawl nets, for cod fisheries in Icelandic waters and other northern areas, which is showing signs of imminent collapse. The use of effective separator devices permits the escape of small fishes from the trawl, reducing the discarding of undersize fishes and unwanted by-catch. This increase in gear selectivity can promote both a sustainable exploitation of resources (by reducing the mortality of small immature fish) and directly improve the economic profitability of fisheries.

Envisaged Output: The outcome will be the design for a new cod and Haddock separator. Due to its advance technical design, the separator will be an integrated part of the fishing trawl and does not have to be removed from the trawl when the gear is rolled up. The separator is light and flexible and using it is much safer than competing solutions, which reduces likelihood of work-related accidents.

Professionals from the NPP are would transfer technological know-how and exchange experiences to create a device, which contributes to better management of natural resources.

Project Description:

In the 1970s Norwegian rivers were heavily infected with a dangerous wild salmon parasite Gyrodactylus salaris, which caused mass mortalities of salmon in many rivers. Despite the efforts undertaken, the parasite is still a constraint on salmon abundance in the rivers, thus lowering the attractiveness of Norwegian rivers to tourists.In the course of studies by the Institute of Biology, Karelian Research Centre of RAS and international activities within Russian-Finnish-Norwegian collaboration projects (1992-1997) detailed and comprehensive data on the biology of Atlantic salmon inhabiting the rivers of the White Sea Karelian coast were collected. The reasons for the decline of Atlantic salmon populations in the river Keret in the past years were investigated. The main threat revealed was the parasite Gyrodactylus salaris. Juvenile salmon was nearly wiped out by the parasite, which has spread throughout Keret. This was the first find of the parasite in a new area, after its spread in Norwegian rivers.Russian and Norwegian experts have carried out preliminary analysis of the measures required to eradicate the parasite in Keret, and to restore salmon stocks. The project will develop planning documents and budgets for construction of hydraulic and fish passage facilities, adjust them to Russian settings; carry out scientific research on river Keret; develop recommendations on possible uses of the recreational potential of the White Sea rivers to promote water eco-tourism; promote infrastructure development and involvement of local people in provision of tourist services (on-route stopping sites, campings, gear rent, etc.).

Central Aim: The central objective of the project is to take measures to completely eradicate the parasite from river Keret, thus preventing its further spread to other North European rivers. Local economic development will be enhanced by the project, since commercial salmon fishing will grow, sport and amateur fishing will be organised, local people will be involved in the development of the tourism infrastructure. Restoration of salmon stocks in the White Sea rivers will contribute to the maintenance of the North Atlantic salmon population.

Envisaged Output: We expect an invigorated local economy and new employment opportunities created. Salmon breeding will be furthered, fish and recreational resources of the White Sea rivers will be conserved and sustainably utilised.The North Atlantic salmon population will be conserved.

Distributed Enterprise Centres, also called “greenhouses” for entrepreneurs, are supposed to bring together entrepreneurial ideas and help the members to take advantage on each other’s ideas and experiences. Through well-designed and well-adjusted networks the total expertise of the cluster should better exploited. This concept is so far implemented at the coastal line of Northern Norway. Small co-located centres are here integrated into virtual centres gathering about twenty SMEs. Refinement of both the technical and organisational development is necessary to fully benefit from this new organism. Lately, scientists have become aware of informal communication and how this important aspect of communication is suffering when physical distance is introduced. In these settings chats and unplanned meetings do not occur unless somebody explicitly makes a phone call or sends an e-mail. This means extra "costs" for the ones involved, and the result is fewer conversations and less informal communication between colleagues. This aspect should be pursued and the possibilities for suitable technological tools identified as well. Similar concepts are identified in other European countries, but it does not exist any recommendation on general conditions for a European Distributed Enterprise Centre or on how this concept should be enrolled in future international distributed enterprise centre.

Central Aim: The project’s overall aim is to develop a virtual enterprise centre (“a greenhouse for entrepreneurs”). This should be based on the region’s framework for cooperation, on a clear identification of user needs and requirements, This virtual centre is supposed to make synergy effects possible by using advanced ICT and network-solution, rather than physical co-localization of all the entrepreneurs.  Trough this project, enterprises in small villages and rural area have been identified, co-located and then linked together with clusters of enterprises (or-stand-alone enterprises) in other villages.

I Introduction

The EDP is aimed at small and medium sized enterprises where the owner and/or manager want to start exporting or whishes to strengthen an already existing export.  The objective is reached by establishing a clear understanding of the marketing process and by implementing systematic marketing procedures in the participating enterprises.  The program lasts 10 - 12 months, with 10 two-day residential workshops.  Between the workshops an experienced counselor visits each company and marketing assistants assist with marketing audits and market research.  In the workshops participating firms are used as models whenever possible and participants share their experiences through discussions, presentations, and company visits.  Various training methods are used that compliment and reinforce each other.  Every month the participants follow a plan that is based on the workshop's content and a strategic marketing plan is completed during the program.
The Trade Council of Iceland, Export Development Program (EDP) that is now prepared to be run for the 13th time in Iceland and has proved very successful.

The participants in the program can be divided into four groups:

1.
The participant of each company is either its managing director or its marketing manager.  The personal characteristics of the participants are vital as they affect the possible result of the project.  Each participant will be spending 4 - 5 days a month on EDP-related matters while participating in the program.  Each par​ticipant selects a product-market combination that is studied during the program and visits the chosen market during the program.  Participants have to master at least one foreign language or be prepared to use interpreters in all communi​cations with business partners.

2.
The counselor acts as a sparring partner for the participant and controls on behalf of the program leader that the participant carries out his work properly.  Counselors should be experienced consultants and will be spending one day per month on the average with each participating company.  The counselors should be local people who master at least one foreign language.  The counselors will possibly accompany the participants on their visits to their chosen markets.

3.
The lecturers in the various subjects at the workshops should have the proper educational background as well as experience from the real world.  The main subjects to be covered at the workshops are marketing philosophy, market research, marketing audit, market segmentation/targeting, strategic marketing, market selection, distribution channels, product adaptation, pricing, forecasting, etc.  As many of the instructors as possible should be local people.

4.
Marketing assistants spend 10 - 15 working days doing research for each of the participating companies.  Marketing assistants could be students of marketing and business administration at a university level.  Participation in this project could be evaluated as a part of a course in market research at an academic institu​tion.

The selection of companies participating in the program is very important.  Organiza​tions that know the firms such as banks, funds, service organizations, etc. will be asked to recommend participants from their clients.  These organizations will get guidelines as to which characteristics participants in the program should possess.  Each company recommended for participation will be visited by the program leader who evaluates the enterprise as well as its representative who would participate in the program.  The project leader presents his findings to a steering committee that finally decides which companies are invited to participate in the program.  The appropriate number of participants is 8 - 12.

The program leader plays a very important role for the success of the program.  He is responsible for the whole project, from the selection of firms to the presentation of the strategic market plans at the conclusion of the program.   The program leader maintains the proper balance of ingredients.  The program leader steps in whenever difficulties arise among participants, counselors, instructors, or marketing assistants.  He is also responsible for a correct interaction between participants during work​shops and must be able to lead their discussions without dominating the group.  The program leader must be present at all the workshops.

At the 10th Nordic Tourism Research Symposium in Vaasa, Finland, in 2001, a group of Nordic and Scottish institutions formally agreed to establish an inter-disciplinary research network, in order to develop a joint research and development project. A meeting was held in March 2002, generously hosted by Nordregio in Stockholm, where the project plans was discussed by 15 researchers from the network. At the Stockholm meeting the “Learning Destinations” project was launched. The project takes a novel approach to the building of tourism destinations by taking as its starting point the exploration of learning processes in tourism SMITEs and relating this to the existence of formal/informal networks, and the subsequent utilisation of this knowledge to improve destination development and management in rural and peripheral areas in the Nordic countries and in Scotland. The project will focus on four main areas of research and development work:


To conceptualise and analyze learning processes in tourism SMITEs. ·


To analyse how learning in tourism SMITE’s is related to the development of tourism destinations in peripheral and rural areas. 


To define and evaluate the existing human and enterprise networks that supports SMITE learning at tourism destinations.·


To analyse contextual factors (social, cultural, political etc.) affecting the development of tourism SMITEs located in peripheral areas. 

Central Aim: The main aim of “Learning Destinations” is to increase our knowledge and understanding of learning processes and networking in small and micro tourism enterprises in rural and peripheral destinations in the Nordic countries and Scotland. The project encompasses many important issues related to local and regional development in peripheral areas, including knowledge, communication, learning and economic performance, and it will be developed and carried out in active collaboration with public and private actors in the participating countries. Scotland’s Land Reform legislation is currently in the final stages of preparation. One of the key features of the legislation will be to establish mechanisms for community ownership of rural land. Since the early 1990s an increasing number of rural communities in Scotland have taken ownership of land. There are now several initiatives where island and crofting communities have taken possession of whole estates to be managed by and for the benefit of the local residents. There are many more examples where the resource is used for amenity or recreational purposes, such as community woodlands, sometimes combined with local economic development objectives such as in the management of forest resources. Although there is a tradition throughout the British Isles of communities having usage rights over common land such rights have now frequently commonly been eroded or the land has fallen into local authority ownership and/or maintenance. There is little experience in Scotland of community ownership of land and associated assets and their management for community economic benefit.

We are now seeking to learn and benefit from the experience of countries in the Northern Periphery Area where community asset ownership and management has been an integral part of the rural economy. We would like to share our experience of recent community land ownership initiatives in Scotland with those involved in similar efforts and hear from regions facing changes at grass roots or policy level that have impacted on the practice. Our objective would be to seek best practice on community land and asset management in rural areas.

Project Description: The project focuses primarily on strengthening in-service education of community leaders in rural areas; among them policy makers; spokespersons for local interest groups, e.g. parents, distance students and “foreign workers”; representatives for local cultures; and educational personnel.
