	Within the last years various research & development projects on Wing-in-Ground effect craft (wingship) have been carried out in Mecklenburg-Vorpommern. This new means of transport is able to bridge the gap between the conventional ferry and regional aeroplane with respect to speed and cost. Recently a prototype is under construction. This is a pre-step for the industrial production and commercial service of wingships of HYDROWING-type. In about three years from now all essential conditions will be given for high speed sea transportation with wingships in the baltic sea. The INTERREG III B project “Wingship HYDROWING” will be focussed on the practical aspect of wingship operation. As a demonstration project a ferry service between Rostock and Sweden should be prepared and assisted by the project. For the realisation of the technical concept investment supporting management and marketing activities are necessary. This meets especially questions of infrastructure, compatibility of different transport systems, new lines and connections and up to now unsolved questions of traffic rules and regulation with respect to wingships. Production places and a connection for demonstrator service in the Baltic Sea Region (BSR) have to be found. It is necessary to establish an international and interdisciplinary expert team that complements the competence of the R&D engineers. This team should include lawyers, experts in logistics and marketing, finance and environment as well as insurance and safety. Due to production and demonstrator service not only the traffic connections in the BSR will be improved but also new jobs will be available

	Central objectives

	With respect to VASAB2010+: Integration of regions into BSR, reduction and avoidance of disparities in the Baltic. Economic growth and improvement of global competitiveness of BSR; Improvement of living standard in BSR. Production and service of new means of transport with less requirements of infrastructure. 	The objective of the project is to develop and apply a Spatial Decision Support System aimed at integrated socio-economic and environmental policy analysis in the Baltic Sea Region. The project builds upon the experiences obtained during the INTERREG II C project Planning System for Sustainable Development (PSSD). Finally, a virtual planning university, supporting practical planners - particularly from Eastern Europe - will be set up.

	A project idea related to the Interreg IIc project, Metropolitan Areas, and in accordance with the ESDP principles could be to look a little closer to “the strings” in the concept of the “pearls, strings and patches”. Railway lines are important in linking major cities of the Baltic region together. Many railways are, for the time being, in a deteriorating process, in spite of that they represent a great environmental and economic potensial, especially viewed on a long term basis. To day, in many of the Baltic countries, railways are not being develloped any further and are, in many cases, poorly maintained. This is often due to short term economic efficiency where road network and individual car traffic is favoured. This will eventually create a lot of traffic- and environmental problems; the same kind of problems that we are coping with in Western Europe. Such problems, traffic congestion, traffic related health problems, car accidents, environmental problems, will to a certain extent hamper general welfare. To alliviate the emissions of greenhouse gasses it is important to reduce car traffic between cities, transferring such traffic to railways, which represent a much more sustainable kind of transport. Solving traffic problems by always building new roads is very costy for the society at the same time as we utterly clear the ground for private cars which represent the actual problem.


	Central objectives

	A modernized and effective railway network in the region will contribute to a more sustainable development both economically and ecologically. Railways will always form effective and environmentally sound communication lines between cities. These represent a tremendous potential that we cannot afford to loose for the future. City networking can be enhanced in the Baltic region by strengthening the railway links. In Norway it is important to strengthen the InterCity triangle in the Eastern Norway County Network which forms a good basis for partnership with the Baltic countries through the Interreg IIIB programme.  Effective railway lines between major cities will have the ability to transfer both car and air traffic to rail. This is a major contribution to a more sustainable development.

	Moving Mobility - Tourism and Voluntary Service for Youth

The given project is going to take two particular modes of mobility for youth in the Baltic Sea Region into view: Alternative Tourism and Voluntary Services for Youth. Both of them are aiming to fill mobility with content in order to make sure that different forms of mobility really move us.

1. Initiatives Dealing with “Alternative Tourism”: Alternative Tourism is defined in the given project as a kind of tourism which is characterized by a strong element of reciprocity: it is moving, changing and challenging travellers on their way from their home to the place and the people they are going to. As a result of this, Alternative Tourism is not only changing the approach of the tourist during his travels, but also the way he or she deals with and understands  the places and the people they were visiting and themselves, when they come back “home” - whatever that term may mean to them after their return. 2. People participating in Voluntary Service programmes for Youth are working in a foreign place in order to get involved in the live and the particular conditions of a new context. In this way, Voluntary Service activities offer youth the possibility to gain two sets of competencies: on the one hand competencies in the a special field of work, and, on the other hand, competencies of integration which is going along with cross-cultural and international experience.

	Central objectives

	The aim of the project is to foster co-operation, networking and synergy in and between the fields of Alternative Tourism and Voluntary Service for Youth in order to support processes of European integration, which are going to be open up for a positive approach to plurality and reprocity in the region.

	Expected benefits

	Fostering a culture of plurality, co-operation and reciprocity in co-operation with the young generation:

Both kinds of initiatives have in common that they reach out for reciprocity: they are both dialogue- and co-operation-orientated, asking, “how can I get involved with the people and the place I am going to.”

Both initiatives stand for a pluralistic and holistic approach to European integration. They are trying to get as wide as possible a range of aspects into view: from economics, social questions, culture, religion, science, ethics, everyday life and others.

	 Union of Baltic Cities (UBC), Commission on Urban Planning has during two year formed a network for exchange of knowledge and experience between city/town planners and architects in the BSR.

This work we have done without any financial help from EU.  In the framework of the Interreg III B BSR program, we want to develop our method of the collegial consulting-network.

Based on the issues outlined in the Agenda 21 for the Baltic Sea Region, European Spatial Development Perspective (ESDP) and Visions and Strategies around the Baltic 2010 (VASAB) the project will focus on building and applying integrated tools for GIS based spatial planning. A cornerstone will be the application of common tools across borders.  The goals of the project will be reached by a combination of a scenario building generator, a virtual planning university, and an interactive platform for citizen participation. Finally, it is our intention to co-operate with other projects within the INTERREG III B programme. The thematic contents of the project will focus on urban sprawl, water resource planning and coastal zone management. 

	Central objectives
